SeCtO rS fOI’ HOUS' ng and Health Public Health - Seattle & King County is partnering
with local housing authorities to link housing data with
Seattle, WA Medicaid claims records. The result is de-identified
data that can provide key information about the health
issues facing residents. This information can then be
used to develop prevention programs—such as the
use of community health workers—to address specific
health needs of the resident community. This approach
is part of King County’s Accountable Community of
Health—a regional partnership committed to working in
new ways to improve health and health care.

LEAD AGENCY

Public Health - Seattle & King County (PHSKC) aims to protect and improve the health and well-being of all people in
King County, as defined by per person healthy years lived. Whenever possible, PHSKC employs strategies, policies, and
interventions to reduce health disparities. Their role in the project is to provide a secure server to host Medicaid claims
data and Public Housing Authority data, manage and conduct primary analyses, and provide technical assistance.

PARTNERS/COLLABORATORS

King County Accountable Communities of Health (ACH) is an emerging regional partnership committed to working in
new ways to improve the health and well-being of King County residents. It is one of nine ACHs across Washington state
partnering with the Healthier Washington Initiative which seeks to transform health and health care.

King County Housing Authority (KCHA) seeks to improve health outcomes and self-sufficiency in residents, transforming
lives through housing. They are collecting and sharing housing resident data extracts, serving on the Performance
Measurement Workgroup for the ACH, and working with PHSKC and the Seattle Housing Authority to determine health
areas of interest with shared definitions and measurements for their residents.

Seattle Housing Authority (SHA) is enhancing the Seattle community by creating and sustaining decent, safe and
affordable living environments that foster stability and increase self-sufficiency for people with low incomes. They are
collecting and sharing housing resident data extracts, serving on the Performance Measurement Workgroup for the ACH,
and working with PHSKC and KCHA to determine health areas of interest with shared definitions and measurements for
their residents.

ANTICIPATED IMPACT

Linking Medicaid claims and public housing data will result in a closer alignment of housing and health, ultimately
improving the health of low-income residents while reducing medical costs. Housing authorities will receive timely,
relevant, and actionable data for program planning and evaluation, empowering them to provide more targeted preventive
services that address residents’ needs. The team is exploring opportunities to potentially expand and sustain the
partnership and integrate additional datasets from other sectors. As the integrated data system continues to grow, more
powerful analyses can illuminate issues driving health inequities in King County.
